For the 2nd quarter, we were able to accomplish a total of 6,037 visits to
establishments and inspected 9,499 fertilizer and pesticide products. The
monitoring/inspection activities conducted resulted in the detection of 209
violations.

Out of the total 209 violations detected, none resulted into cases filed/litigated.

A total of 6,094 regulatory documents were issued for the 2nd quarter of
FY2024, of which 5,979 were issued within the prescribed time frame.

Submitted reports refer to applications received from clients wherein
surcharges are being collected for late renewals. As part of our info campaign,
the clients/handlers were reminded of the expiration of their licenses as early
as 90 days prior to their expiration dates. For the 2nd quarter of FY 2024, there
were 3,012 applications received, of which 189 have collections for
surcharges. Issuance of penalties imposed which are based on the late
renewal of permits are not within the control of the agency but this is a positive
indicator b despite the i ition of p F/P stakeholders still
opted to register their business with FPA and by this farmer would have more
choices of suppliers in the market.
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
